Medieval Minute  
 
The Globe Theatre.  Possibly the most famous Medieval Theater in Europe.  Associated 
with William Shakespeare, he only owned 12.5 % of it initially and ended up with about 
7% as further shareholders were added.  Built by The Lord Chamberlain’s Men, the 
company Shakespeare wrote and acted for, it was approximately 100 feet in diameter 
with 20 sides that could accommodate about 3000 people between the standing area in 
front of the stage and the three levels of stadium seating. 
 
The Globe was built around 1599 from an earlier theater.  The Burbages, main actors in 
the troupe, owned a theater but were leasing the land.  When the lease expired, the owner 
claimed the building as his own.  While the landowner was at Christmas dinner, the entire 
troupe aided by carpenter Peter Street dismantled the theater and transported the pieces to 
a warehouse.  Although larger than the previous theater, the Globe was built using these 
materials. 
 
During a production of Henry VIII a cannon misfired setting the thatch and wooden 
beams on fire.  The Globe burned to the ground 29 June 1613.  It was rebuilt and opened 
again the following year, only to be torn down by Puritans around 1644.
